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ISA Tool is a multilingual ‘game’ that makes it fun and easy for anyone to add structured data to images on
Wikimedia Commons to improve images’ description and increase their accessibility and searchability.
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The ISA Tool enables users to make micro-contributions (descriptions, captions and tags) to images donated to Wikimedia Commons by
the vibrant and diverse Wikimedia Community. The ISA Tool facilitates deeper engagement with the content on Wikimedia Commons
and also plays a crucial role in making the repository more accessible and informative for people worldwide.

ISA was built to provide multilingual and structured descriptions for the Wiki Loves X images. It is now used for all image files on Wikimedia Commons,
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ISA was developed as a collaboration between Wiki In Africa, Histropedia
and the Structured Data on Commons project. It is a GLAM pilot for isa.tOOIfO rge.org
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The WikiMentor Africa ISA Hackathon was a collaboration WIKI MEMHTOR AFRICA
between Wiki In Africa, the Igbo Wikimedia Usergroup, Wikimedia Deutschland,

and Wikimedia Foundation that took place in January 2024.

The hackathon was organised to improve the ISA tool, helped by African developers and
