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EDITORS’ INTRODUCTION

In the cultural context of our times there is a strong need to continue in
our private lives the liturgical rhythm of the Church. When our life stops being
a continuation of the Divine Holy Liturgy, we cease being Orthodox Christians.
The Psalter, the Book of Hours, the icons of our prayer corner, are never absent
from the home of every Christian.

Our intention in publishing this book is that it can be easily read by
anyone, in the liturgical spirit, the same way it is read today in the Orthodox
Church.

In the services of the Orthodox Church the Psalms form the backbone
of all the services. The Psalms are part of Matins, Hours, Vespers, Compline,
even the Liturgy. In the monasteries during the course of one week the Psalter
is read entirely one time, and during Great Lent it is read twice during one week.
Psalm 118 is read during funeral and memorial services. So it is clear that the
Psalter is the most used book of the Orthodox Church.

St. Basil the Great believes that “There is no liturgical book that better
serves God than the Psalter.” For the Church the Psalms are the most important
legacy of the Old Testament. The Psalms have been the prayer book of Christ,
of which He has cited many passages in the Gospel; The Psalms are models of
perfect prayer, they are live dialogs between man and God. The Psalms have
been the vocabulary of the apostolic Christians by which they used to
communicate with each other. The early centuries catechumens were not
baptized unless they were able to memorize the Psalms. In the monasteries
founded by St. Pachomius the Great one of the conditions for being tonsured a
monk was to memorize the Psalter.

We undertook the publication of this edition of the Psalter because the
English translations have been based on the Mazorethic Texts of Ben Asher in
the twelfth century, and at that time the Rabi were inclined to eliminate from
the Old Testament the prophecies referring to Jesus Christ. We based our
translation on the public domain translation of the original King James Bible
and confronted each verse with the Greek text of the Septuagint Bible. Through
this “intervention” we strived to maintain the same musical fluidity of the
original texts and at the same time tried to correct and complete what was
missing. We have replaced the old expressions such as “groweth,” “witherest,”
and a few others to accommodate today’s literary language in order to make it
more widely used by readers of all ages.



The Psalter is divided into twenty Kathismata. It starts with prayers that
are read before we start the reading, and each of the Kathisma ends with specific
prayers. Following the Psalms there are the Nine Odes—Biblical passages that
are read during Matins of Great Lent.

We pray and hope that this book will enter the house of every Orthodox
Christian, as an instrument of communication with God. For monastics it is part
of the daily rule of personal prayer.

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FOREWORD
For the Power of the Psalms and What is the Psalter

Whatever is the sun among all the other lights of the heavens, the same
is the Psalter among all the other books inspired by God. The sun lights up all
the ends of the world; the Psalter lights up all the senses of the heart, the
conscience of the soul and all the motions of the mind. The Psalter warms and
gladdens the reader, it illumines him through the knowledge of the truth and
through the discovery of the divine mysteries. It lights him up with love for
God, with the warmth of the Holy Spirit and with the tears of humility. It
gladdens him with the remembrance of God and with the promise of the
immortal goods of the heavenly Jerusalem. For the Christian, the Psalter is more
necessary than it is for the sun to follow its course. This is why St. John
Chrysostom says: “ Better the sun stops in its course than the Christian in the
reading of the Psalter; because the Psalter is the most useful of all books. All
books are of use, and are of great concern to the devils, but none like the
Psalter.” The Great Basil says: “No other book exalts God as does the Psalter;
neither can compare with its usefulness.”

If it is your desire to learn the usefulness that derives from the reading
of the psalms, you will understand them only if read them with attention, with
watchfulness and understanding, because it is not possible to enumerate all the
benefits derived from the Psalter. With the angels it exalts God, it calls all from
heaven and below to the exaltation of God, it curses the devils, grieving them
greatly, and it prays God for every soul. It works holiness, it illumines the soul
like the sun, it purifies it like the water, it warms it like the fire, like oil with the
mercy of God anoints it. For the passions of the flesh it quiets the fierceness,
the wrath and the anger; it increases faith, hope and love; it predicts what it is
to come, sorts what it is now, reminds of what is past. The attentive reading of
the Psalter draws tears even out of the hardened souls. The Psalter is the chosen
part of the angels, most beloved song of God, forerunner of salvation for the
sinner, consolation to the elderly, embellishment to the young, enlightment and
wisdom to the infants, most beautiful adornment to the wise women. Giver of
humility, banisher of devils, shield against the terrors of the night, rest for the
labors of the day.
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The Psalter is heavenly; heavenly inheritance, spiritual incense, and
much more. This is what the Psalter is. For this reason many have called it the
“Small Bible” because everything that is described at lengths in the Old and
New Testament, everything is condensly expounded by the Holy Spirit in the
Psalter. Other have considered the Psalter like a large community treasure
because all the treasury of wisdom and knowledge of God are included in it.

This unchangeable and priceless treasure is dedicated to you, the faithful
reader, so out of it you gather for yourself incorruptible eternal treasure, in
heavens, where the moss do not approach neither rust can touch. So together
with you, us also can give thanks and exalt the Holy Trinity. Amen.

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FROM THE FORWARD TO THE PSALMS
By St. Basil the Great

All Scripture is inspired by God and useful. It has been written through
the Holy Spirit, so that at once we should find it to be both a spiritual
“infirmary” for every possible failing, and a medicament against ills of every
sort. Thus is it written: “The medicine is that which will stop the great
sufferings.”

As indeed, some things are taught to us in the Books of the Prophets,
some things in the Historical (Books), some things in the (Books of the) Law,
and also, some things are given to us as advice through the (Book of) Proverbs.
The Book of Psalms, however, contains within itself all the things which are
most useful in them all. It prophesizes of the things to come, it indicates
historical facts, it gives laws for living, it reveals what is useful for us to do;
and, as could be stated in but a few words, it is truly a treasury of good
instruction which sets down everything at hand for one’s diligence as to all the
things which are most useful. It heals old wounds of the soul, and it brings about
a swift recovery for the one just wounded, as much as it is possible, that he may
be restored. It looks after those in pain, and it maintains the healthy as intact. In
general, it brings it about so that the passions, which search through the lives of
men long and hard that they might nestle in the soul, should rather be removed;
and, that this should be attained through the careful cultivation of spiritual
endurance filled with joy and pleasantness; which comes about in a soul that is
able to bear the essence of thoughts of wisdom.

So then, to this end, since the Holy Spirit knows that it is difficult for us
to be guided upon the path of the virtues; because we distain the higher life, and
that we are disposed toward pleasure at all times—what did He do? He has
united dogma together with the pleasantness of song, so that even without our
knowing of it, we can hear them at the same time with a gladness and a beauty;
and, that we may also receive a benefit resulting from the words which we hear.
Furthermore, this is done just like medications which are to be repeated, even
as at such times when the sick have to be given a bitter medicine—for then they
are mixed together with honey from the start; and only in this way can they be
given to those who could not otherwise endure them. Therefore, this is the
reason for which they are done conjointly, and so, for us the chanting is filled
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with the harmony of the Psalms; because the things which we read will be
believed even as the singing is performed, and it will again actually cultivate
the soul.

Since it is true that no one has ever come out of the Church as easily
keeping in mind the words of the Apostles or Prophets, let such things be made
as simple as possible for them at the times when the words of the Psalms are
chanted by all the believers; and not to be so seldom occasioned that they
become things, which by reason of unfamiliarity, are displayed like untamed
creatures; but rather, as soon as a Psalm has begun to be read in company with
others—at that very place they shall be won over, with any savagery in the soul
being tamed thanks to the singing.

The Psalm is serenity for the soul, the requital of peace, the abater of
noise and of the bustle of the mind. It will make any madness of the soul
weaken, and it will wilfully control the provocations of the passions. It is the
comrade of friendship, and a proximity for those who are separated; even as the
one that reconciles himself with those who bear him enmity. For how could it
be more possible to take regard of a foe in another way, really, than when they
should unite themselves with a Psalm in harmony together: So that they might
offer higher praise to God? Psalmody then, leads toward all the best things there
can be: Love, bringing about through a higher comradeship of the voice a kind
of vehicle for unity among men; for, in gathering the faithful on a higher plane
in a single voice of the heart, the Psalm is a banisher of demons, the summoner
of Angelic assistance, a weapon for the fears of the night, a placitude for the
fatigues of the day, the shield and sustenance for men of faith; and, for women
of faith, one of the most fitting ornaments. The Psalm will make the wilderness
to seem as populous as the marketplace, and the passions to be controlled. A
beginning for beginners, it is the rearing of those who would prosper on the path
of virtue and the sure support of those who travel the path of perfection. The
Psalm is the voice of the Church; it brightens the Feast Days, and it makes a
yearning for God to be born in the heart of the believer—as even from a heart
of stone, the Psalm can wring out tears. It is an Angelic work, a celestial
experience, and, a spiritual fragrance. What could really be more wise than to
promote this tutorial thing which urges us to sing, and at the same time teaches
us that which is needful? For really, are not instructions best impressed upon
our souls in such a way? Since it is known that instructions given forcefully are
incapable of being so lasing in the soul as when the instruction penetrates the
soul with pleasantness and joy, and then remains for always. What is there then,
that is not to be learned from the Psalms?

The greatness of manliness, the exactitude of righteousness, the
importance of self-continence, the perfection of judgements—in all these things
do the Psalms offer models upon which may be tested all the things spoken as
“the good works.” So then simply, it is here that can be discovered the perfect
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theology; here is the foretelling of the advent of Christ the Lord in the flesh,
here is the foreboding of the eternal judgments, here is the hope of the
Resurrection, here is the frightfulness of hell, here is the promise of the glory
that awaits us; and also, an unveiling of the impenetrable mysteries; because all
things can be found gathered here, in the Book of Psalms—and as surely as in
a treasure of riches, has it been placed at hand for everyone.

So too, just as it is true that there exist many, many musical instruments,
it is no less true that the Prophet (David) harmonized this Book with the
instrument named the “Psaltery;” and, just as has been shown, he wished that it
should be manifested (along) with that very Grace of the Holy Spirit which
resounds within it: For even as the Psaltery is quite ingenious among all musical
instruments, so also the Psalter possesses a cause of sounds from on High. As
truly as the Guitar and the Lyre resound with a sound from below the place
where they are touched, even so does the Psaltery, alone among all musical
instruments, receive its sound from the part that is above; and so does it
motivate us to accustom ourselves to taking regard for the things on High, and,
that we should not be given to the passions of the flesh by reason of the pleasure
which we have attached to singing. Furthermore, we believe the words of the
Prophet even more through the contrivance of this instrument; for he has wished
that it would be revealed to us as a profound and ponderous work. So, it is to be
said that all men, both those filled with sorrows and those with serenity of soul,
can be conducted thereby with ease upon the path that leads to the Supernal.

6 That the generation to come might know them, even the children who
would be born, that they may arise and declare them to their children,
7 That they may set their hope in God, and not forget the works of God,
but keep His commandments;
8 And may not be like their fathers, a stubborn and rebellious generation,
a generation that did not set its heart aright, and whose spirit was not
steadfast with God.
9 The children of Ephraim, being armed and carrying bows, turned back
in the day of battle.
10 They kept not the covenant of God; They refused to walk in His law,
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11 And forgot His works and His wonders that He had shone them.

12 Marvelous things He did in the sight of their fathers, in the land of
Egypt, in the field of Zoan.

13 He divided the sea and caused them to pass through; And He made the
waters to stand up like a heap.

14 In the daytime He also led them with the cloud, and all the night with
a light of fire.

15 He split the rocks in the wilderness, and gave them drink in abundance,
like from great depths.

16 He also brought streams out of the rock, and caused waters to run down
like rivers.

17 But they sinned even more against Him, by provoking the Most High
in the wilderness.

18 And they tempted God in their heart by asking meat for their pleasure.
19 Yes, they spoke against God: They said, “Can God furnish a table in
the wilderness?

20 Behold, He struck the rock, so that the waters gushed out, and the
streams overflowed. Can He give bread also? Can He provide meat for
His people?”

21 Therefore the Lord heard this and was furious; So a fire was kindled
against Jacob, and anger also came up against Israel,

22 Because they did not believe in God, and did not trust in His salvation.
23 Though He had commanded the clouds above, and opened the doors of
heaven,

24 Had rained manna on them to eat, and given them the bread of heaven.
25 Men ate angel’s food; He sent them meat to the full.

26 He caused an east wind to blow in the heavens; And by His power He
brought in the south wind.

27 He also rained meat on them like the dust, and feathered fowl like the
sands of the seas;

28 And He let them fall in the midst of their camp, all around their
habitation.

29 So they ate and were well filled, for He gave them their own desire.

30 They were not estranged of their lust; But while their food was still in
their mouth,

31 The wrath of God came against them, and slew the stoutest of them,
and struck down the chosen men of Israel.
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32 In spite of this they still sinned, and did not believe in His wondrous
works.

33 Therefore their days He consumed in futility, and their years in trouble.
34 When He slew them, then they sought Him; And they returned and
sought diligently for God.

35 And they remembered that God was their rock, and the High God their
redeemer.

36 Nevertheless they flattered Him with their mouth, and they lied to Him
with their tongue;

37 For their heart was not steadfast with Him, nor were they faithful in
His covenant.

38 But He, being full of compassion, forgave their iniquity, and did not
destroy them. Yes, many a time He turned His anger away, and did not
stir up all His wrath;

39 For He remembered that they were but flesh, a breath that passes away
and does not come again.

40 How often they provoked Him in the wilderness, and grieved Him in
the desert!

41 Yes, they turned back and tempted God, and provoked the Holy One
of Israel.

42 They remembered not His powerful hand and the day when He
redeemed them from the enemy,

43 How He worked His signs in Egypt, and His wonders in the field of
Zoan;

44 And He turned their rivers into blood, and their streams, that they could
not drink.

45 He sent swarms of dog flies among them, which devoured them, and
frogs, which destroyed them.

46 He also gave their crops to the caterpillar, and their labor to the locust.
47 He destroyed their vines with hail, and their sycamore trees with frost.
48 He also gave up their cattle to the hail, and their flocks to hot
thunderbolts.

49 He cast on them the fierceness of His anger, wrath, indignation, and
trouble, by sending evil angels among them.

50 He made a way for His anger; He did not spare their soul from death,
but gave their life over to the pestilence,

51 And destroyed all the firstborn in Egypt, The first of their strength in
the tents of Ham.

52 But made His own people go forth like sheep, and guided them in the
wilderness like a flock;
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53 And He led them on safely, so that they feared not; But the sea
overwhelmed their enemies.

54 And He brought them to the border of His sanctuary, this mountain
which His right hand had acquired.

55 He cast out the nations before them, allotted them an inheritance by
survey, and made the tribes of Israel dwell in their tents.

If I have sworn
by Your Name, taken a false oath or blasphemed in my thoughts; if I have
reproached, slighted or saddened anyone; if I have been angered in some way
or taken what is not mine; if I have eaten on the sly, told an untruth, or have
been adulterous; if someone approached me and I spurned him; if I have grieved
or troubled my brother; if when standing in prayer and psalmody my evil mind
was distracted by evil thing; if I have enjoyed endless chatter, laughed
frivolously or spoken blasphemy; if I have been vainglorious or prideful; if I
have gazed upon vain beauty and been led astray by it or dwelt upon it
indecently; if at the time for prayer I have been negligent or if I have not heeded
the bidding of my spiritual father; if I have engaged in idle talk or done some
other evil thing- for I have done all this and more, but fail to call it to mind:
have mercy, O Lord, and Forgive me everything, that I might lie down and sleep
in peace; hymning, blessing and glorifying You with Your beginningless Father
and Your all-holy good and life-creating Spirit, now and ever and unto ages of
ages. Amen.
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THE NINE ODES OF MOSES







THE FIRST ODE
An Ode of Moses in the Exodus.
(Exodus 15: 1-19)

Let us sing to the Lord, for greatly has He been glorified; Horse
and rider He has thrown into the sea.
2 A helper and protector was He unto me for salvation: This is my God
and I will glorify Him; My father’s God, and I will exalt Him.
3 The Lord is bringing wars to nothing; His name is the Lord.
4 The chariots of Pharaoh and his army He has thrown into the sea; The
chosen mounted captains also were swallowed up in the Red Sea.
5 The depths have covered them; They sank to the depth like a stone.
6 Your right hand, O Lord, has been glorified in strength; Y our right hand,
O Lord, has dashed the enemy in pieces.
7 And in the abundance of Your glory You have broken the adversaries
to pieces; You sent forth Your wrath which consumed them like stubble.

For 14 verses
8 And by the breath of Your anger, the waters parted asunder; The waters
stood upright like a wall; And the waves were congealed in the midst of
the sea.
9 The enemy said, “I will pursue, I will overtake, I will divide the spoil; I
will satisty my soul. I will destroy with my sword, my right hand shall
have dominion...”
10 You sent forth Your winds, and the sea covered them; They sank like
lead in the mighty waters.
11 Who is like You, O Lord, among the gods? Who is like You, glorious
in holiness, marvelous in glories and doing wonders?
12 You stretched out Your right hand and the earth swallowed them up.
13 In Your mercy, You have led forth Your people whom You have
redeemed; You have guided them by Your strength and called them to
Your resting place.
14 The nations heard and became angry; Fear and sorrow took hold of the
inhabitants of Palestine.

For 8 verses
15 The rulers of Edom and the princes of Moab were dismayed; Trembling
took hold of them, and all the inhabitants of Canaan melted away.
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16 Let trembling fear fall upon them; And by the greatness of Your arm,
let them become as a stone,

For 6 verses
Until Your people pass over, O Lord, until this Your people pass over,
whom You have purchased.
17 Bring them in, and plant them in the mountain of their inheritance, in
the place, O Lord, which You have prepared for their habitation, the
sanctuary which Your hands have made ready.

For 4 verses
18 The Lord shall reign for ever and ever.
19 For the horses of Pharaoh with his chariots and riders went down into
the sea, and the Lord brought upon them the waters of the sea. But the
children of Israel walked through dry land in the midst of the sea.

Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. Now and ever
and unto ages of ages. Amen.




THE SECOND ODE
An Ode of Moses in the Deuteronomy.
(Deut. 32: 1-43)

This ode is read to the end, without interruption, during the Great Lent, on Tuesday at
Matins. As for the troparia of the Second Ode of the Canon, we say: “ Glory to You
our God, Glory to You.”

An Ode of Moses, after the Law had been written again:

Attend, O heavens, and I will speak; Hear, O earth, the words of
my mouth.
2 Let my speech drop as the rain, and my words come down as the dew,
as shower upon the tender herb, and as snow upon the grass.
3 For I have called on the name of the Lord: You people, assign greatness
to our God!
4 As for God His words are true, and all His ways are judgment: God is
faithful and there is no unrighteousness in Him; Just and holy is the Lord.
5 They have sinned; They have sinned, not pleasing Him; spotted
children, a crooked and perverse generation!
6 Is this the recompense you pay to the Lord, O foolish and unwise
generation? Is He not your Father Who adopted you? Has He not made
you and established you?
7 Remember the days of old, consider the years of many generations. Ask
Your father, and he will show you your elders, and they will tell you:
8 When the Most High divided the nations, when He separated the sons
of Adam, He set the boundaries of the peoples according to the number
of the angels of God.
9 And His people Jacob became the portion of the Lord, Israel was the
line of His inheritance.
10 He filled him with abundance in the wilderness, in that thirsting of heat,
in the dry land; He encircled him, He instructed him, and He kept him as
the apple of His eye.
11 As an Eagle would watch over its nest, hovers over its young, receive
them spreading out its wings, takes them up, and carries them on his back,
12 The Lord alone led them, and there was no foreign god among them.
13 He brought them up on the fertile land, He fed them the fruit of the
fields; They drew honey out of stone and oil from the solid rock;
14 With butter of cows and milk of the sheep, with fat of lambs and rams,
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and bulls and goats, with choicest wheat. And they drank wine, the blood
of the grapes.

15 So Jacob ate and was filled, and the beloved kicked; He grew fat, he
became thick and broad, and forsook God that made him, and departed
from God his Savior.

16 They provoked Me to anger with foreign gods; With abomination they
embittered Me.

17 They sacrificed to demons, and not to God; They sacrificed to gods
they did not know, new and fresh gods, that their fathers did not fear.

18 “You have forsaken God that begot you, and have forgotten God Who
feeds you.”

19 And the Lord saw and was jealous, because of the provocation of His
sons and daughters.

20 And He said, “I will hide My face from them, and I will show what
their end will be, for it is a perverse generation, children in whom there
is no faith.

21 They provoked Me to jealousy with that which is not god; They have
exasperated Me with their idols. But I will make them jealous with those
who are not a nation; With a foolish nation I will provoke them to wrath.
22 For a fire is kindled in My anger, and shall burn to the lowest hell; It
shall consume the land and the fruits on it, and set on fire the foundations
of the mountains.

23 I will gather evils upon them, and will fight with My weapons against
them:

24 They shall be consumed with hunger and the devouring of birds,
pestilence and bitter destruction; I will send forth against them the teeth
of wild beasts, with the poison of serpents who creep upon the earth.

25 The sword shall destroy outside; But there also shall be terror within
for the young man and virgin, for the nursing child and man of gray hairs.
26 I said, “I will dash them in pieces, I will make the memory of them to
cease from among men,”

27 Were it not for the wrath of their enemy, their adversaries should
combine against them, “Our own high hand, and not the Lord has done
all these things.”

28 For they are a nation who has lost counsel, nor is there any
understanding in them.

29 Oh, that they were wise to understand this, and to see their latter end!
30 And to ponder: How could one man chase a thousand, and two men
put to flight ten thousands, unless the Lord had sold them and delivered
them?
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31 For their gods are not as our God; But our enemies are void of
understanding.

32 For their vine is of the vine of Sodom, and their vine branch of the
fields of Gomorrah; Their grapes are grapes of gall, and their clusters are
bitter.

33 Their wine is the rage of serpents, and the incurable rage of asps.

34 Lo, are not all these things stored up by Me and sealed among My
treasures?

35 “Vengeance is Mine” says the Lord; “And Mine is the recompense.”
Let the Lord judge His people. The foot of their enemy shall slip in due
time; The day of their calamity is coming.

36 For the Lord will judge His people and have compassion on His
servants, when He sees that their power is gone, and had failed in their
invasion.

37 And the Lord said: “Where are their gods in Whom they trusted? The
rock in which they sought refuge?

38 The fat of whose sacrifices you ate, and the wine of whose libations
you drank? Let them rise and help you and be your protectors.

39 See that I am Your God, and there is no god beside Me; I kill and I
make alive; I wound and I heal; And there is none who can deliver out of
My hands.

40 For unto heaven I will lift up My hand, and say: “I live unto eternity.”
41 I will sharpen My sword like lightening, and My hand shall take hold
of judgment; I will render justice unto Mine enemies, and repay those
who hate Me.

42 My sword shall devour flesh, and My arrows shall become drunk with
the blood of the leaders of the enemy who rule over them.

43 Rejoice you heavens with Him, and let all the angels of God worship
Him! Be glad, O nations of the earth, together with His people; And let
all the sons of God, be strengthened unto Him! For He repays His
adversaries, and executes vengeance upon His enemies. As for His people
and His land, He will provide atonement.

Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. Now and ever
and unto ages of ages. Amen.



THE THIRD ODE
A Prayer of Anna, the Mother of Samuel the Prophet.
(I Samuel, 2:1-10)

“M y heart rejoices in the Lord; My horn is exalted in my God,
and my mouth is enlarged over my enemies, because I rejoice in Your
salvation.

2 There is none holy as the Lord, there is none righteous as our God, and
there is none holy beside You.

3 Talk no more so very proudly; Let no arrogance come from your mouth,
for the Lord is the God of knowledge and He prepares His own actions.”

For 14 verses
4 The bows of the mighty men are broken, and the weak have girded
themselves with strength.
5 Those who were full of bread are brought low, and the hungry have
forsaken the land; For the barren has born seven, and she that abounded
in children has become feeble.
6 The Lord kills and makes alive; Brings down to the grave and brings up
again.
7 The Lord makes poor, and the Lord makes rich; He brings low, and He
lifts up.
8 He raises the poor from the earth, and lifts the beggar from the dunghill,
to seat him with the princes of the people, and make him inherit the throne

of glory;

For 8 verses
9 Granting his petition to him that prays, and blesses the years of the
righteous man. For by his own strength no man can prevail.
10 The Lord will weaken His adversary; The Lord is holy.

For 6 verses
Let not the wise man boast in his wisdom; Nor let the mighty man boast
in his strength, and let not the rich man boast in his wealth. But let them
all boast in this, to understand and know the Lord, and how He executes
judgment and justice in the midst of the earth.

For 4 verses



THE SECOND ODE 199

The Lord has gone up to heaven, and from heaven He will thunder
against them; The Lord will judge the ends of the earth, for He is
righteous.

The Lord will give strength to His kings, and exalt the horn of His
anointed one.

Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. Now and ever
and unto ages of ages. Amen.




THE FOURTH ODE
A Prayer of Habakkuk the Prophet.
(4bb. 3:2-19)

0 Lord, I have heard Your report, and I was afraid; I considered
Your works, and I was amazed. You shall be known between the two
living creatures; You shall be acknowledged when the years draw nigh;
You shall be manifested when the time is come. When my soul is in
trouble, You, in Your anger, shall remember mercy.
3 God came from Teman, The Holy One from the dark shady mountain
Pharan.
4 His glory covered the heavens, and the earth was full of His praise. His
brightness shall be like as light; And He will have rays flashing from His
hands; And a mighty love will come out of His strength.
5 Before His face shall go a report, and it shall go forth into the plains;
6 The earth stood at His feet and trembled. He looked at the nations, and
they melted away; The everlasting mountains violently burst through, and
the everlasting hills bowed at His everlasting going forth.
7 I saw the tents of the Ethiopians in affliction; Even the tabernacles of
the land of Midian were dismayed.
8 O Lord, were You displeased with the rivers, was Your anger against
the rivers, or Your wrath against the sea? For You rode on Your horses
and Your chariots of salvation.
9 “You bend your bows against the princes of this world,” said the Lord.
“The land of rivers shall be torn asunder.”
10 The nations shall see You and be in pain as You divide the courses of
the waters; The deep uttered its voice and raised its hands on high.
11 The sun was exalted and the moon stood still in her course, Your darts
shall go forth at the shining of Your glittering weapons.
12 You marched trough the land in indignation; And in wrath You will
bring down the nations.
13 You went forth for the salvation of Your people, You came to save
Your anointed ones.
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For 14 verses
You struck the head of the wicked, by laying fetters upon his neck.

Hirmos
14 You cut asunder with fury the heads of the princes. They shall tremble
within themselves; They came out like a whirlwind to scatter me; But
their rejoicing was that of a poor man who eats in secret.
15 You caused Your horses to enter the sea, disturbing much water.
16 I watched and my body trembled at the sound of the prayer of my lips,
and rottenness entered into my bones, and I was troubled in myself. But
I will rest in the day of affliction, waiting to go up to the people of my
sojourning.

For 8 verses
17 Though the fig-tree shall bear no fruit, and there shall be no produce
on the vines; The labor of the olive shall fail, and the fields shall yield no
food;

For 6 verses
18 Though the flock be cut from the fold, and there be no herd in the stalls;
Yet I will be glad in the Lord, and rejoice in God my Savior.

For 4 verses
19 The Lord God is my strength, and He will guide my feet unto
perfection.
He makes me walk on high places, that [ may be victor with His song.

Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. Now and ever
and unto ages of ages. Amen.



THE FIFTH ODE
A Prayer of Isaiah the Prophet.
(Isaiah, 26:9-20)

M y spirit seeks You, very early in the morning, O God, for Your
commandments are a light upon the earth. Learn righteousness you who
dwell on earth.

10 For the wicked one is put down. No one who will not learn
righteousness on earth will be able to execute truth; Let the ungodly man
be taken away, that he may not see the glory of the Lord.

11 Lord, Your hand is lifted up, but they do not see it now. But when they
see it, let them be ashamed.

For 14 verses
Jealousy shall seize the uninstructed people, and fire shall devour the
adversary.

Hirmos
12 O Lord, our God, bestow Your peace upon us; For You have rendered
all things to us.
13 O Lord our God, take possession of us; For beside You we have no
other God; We call on Your name.
14 But the dead shall not see life, and no physician by any means can raise
them up. You brought Your anger upon them and have slain them, and
have taken away every male of them.
15 O Lord, add more evils upon the glorious ones of the earth, and make
all their memory to perish.
16 O Lord, in affliction, we have remembered You, You have instructed
us with small affliction.

For 8 verses
17 As a woman with child is in pain and cries out in her pangs, when she
draws near the time of her delivery, so we have been in Your sight, O
Lord.
18 Because of fear of You, O Lord, we conceived and suffered pangs, and
given birth to the spirit of Your salvation on earth.
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For 6 verses
So we shall not fall, even if all the inhabitants of the earth fall.
19 The dead shall rise, and all those in the tombs shall awake, and they
that are in the earth shall rejoice.

For 4 verses
For the dew from You is healing for them. But the land of the ungodly
shall perish.
20 Go my people, enter your chamber, and shut your door behind you;
Hide yourself for a little moment, until the indignation of the Lord is past.

Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. Now and ever
and unto ages of ages. Amen.




THE SIXTH ODE
A Prayer of Jonah the Prophet from out of the sea monster.
(Jonah, 2:3-10)

“I cried aloud to the Lord because of my affliction, and He
answered me. Out of the womb of Hades I cried, and You heard my voice.
4 For You cast me into the deep, and the floods surrounded me; All Your
billows and Your waves passed over me.

5 Then I said, ‘I have been cast out of Your sight; Shall I look again
toward Your holy temple?’”

6 The waters encompassed me, even unto my soul; The deep closed
around me;

For 8 verses
7 My head has gone down to the moorings of the mountains. I went down
into the earth, whose bars are the everlasting barriers. Yet, I bring my soul
up, out of corruption to You, O Lord my God, and let my life be restored!

For 6 verses
8 When my soul was fainting within me, I remembered the Lord; So let
my prayer come up to you, even unto Your holy temple.

For 4 verses
9 Those who regard vain and false things have forsaken their own mercy.
10 But I will sacrifice to You with the voice of praise and thanksgiving;
Whatever I have vowed for my salvation, I will pay to You, O Lord; of
my salvation.

Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. Now and ever
and unto ages of ages. Amen.




THE SEVENTH ODE
The Prayer of the Holy Three Children.
(From the Apocryphal Books)
(Daniel, 3:26-56)

“Blessed are You, O Lord, God of our Fathers, and praised and
glorified is Your name to the ages of ages.
3 For You are wonderful in all that You have done for us; Your works are
true, Your ways are righteous, and all Your judgments truth.
4 You have judged righteously in all things that You have brought upon
us, and upon Jerusalem, the holy city of our fathers; For in truth and
judgment have You brought all these things upon us, for we have sinned.
5 For we have sinned and committed iniquity, departing from You.
6 In all things have we trespassed, and not obeyed Your commandments,
nor kept them, neither have we done as You have commanded us, that it
might go well with us.
7 Therefore, all that You have brought upon us, and everything that You
have done to us, was done in true judgment.
8 You have delivered us into the hands of lawless enemies, most hateful
apostates, and to a king that is unjust and most wicked in all the world.
9 And now we cannot open our mouth, because we have become a shame
and reproach to Your servants that worship You.
10 Deliver us not utterly, for Your holy name’s sake, nor cancel totally
Your covenant;
11 And cause not Your mercy to depart from us, for the sake of Abraham
Your beloved, Isaac Your servant, and Israel Your holy one;
12 To whom You have spoken and promised, that You would multiply
their seed as the stars of heaven, and as the sand on the shore of the sea.
13 For we, O Sovereign Master, have become the least of all the nations,
and are kept humble this day in all the earth because of our sins.
14 Neither is there at this time any prince, nor prophet, nor leader, nor
burnt offering, nor sacrifice, nor oblation, nor incense, nor place to
sacrifice before You, and to find mercy.
15 But in a contrite soul and in a spirit of humility may we be accepted.
16 As in the burnt offerings of rams and bulls, and as in ten thousands of
fat lambs, so let our sacrifice be in Your sight this day, and hereafter; For
we shall not be ashamed who put our trust in You.
17 And now we follow You with all our heart, we fear You and seek Your
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face.

18 Put us not to shame; But deal with us according to Your tenderness and
according to the multitude of Your mercy.

19 Deliver us also according to Your marvelous works, and give glory to
Your name, O Lord. But let all them be ashamed who do evil to Your
servants.

20 Let them be confounded in all their power and might, and let their
strength be broken.

21 Let them know that You are Lord, the only God, and glorious over the
whole world.”

22 And the king’s servants who cast them in, ceased not from heating the
furnace naphtha, and pitch, and tow, and wood of the vine.

Babylonians around the furnace.

26 And made the midst of the furnace like a moist whistling wind, so that
the fire touched them not, neither hurt nor troubled them.
27 Then the three, as out of one mouth, praised and blessed and glorified
God in the furnace, saying:

74 To grant us, that we be delivered out of the hands of our enemies, that
we might serve Him, without fear,
75 In holiness and righteousness before Him all the days of our life.
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For 6 verses
76 And you, child, will be called the prophet of the Most High; For you
shall go before the face of the Lord, to prepare His ways,
77 To give knowledge of salvation to His people, by the remission of their
sins,
78 Through the tender mercy of our God,

For 4 verses
With which the Dayspring from on high has visited us;
79 To give light to those who sit in darkness and the shadow of death, to
guide our feet into the way of peace.

Verses from the Psalter, chanted
immediately before the scriptural
prophecies, the Epistle reading in the
Liturgy, and the Gospel reading in
Matins of feastdays and Sundays.

The psalms read daily at the beginning
of Matins.

A short service consisting of psalms,
hymns, and prayers taken from Divine
Liturgy and chanted on days when the
Liturgy 1s not celebrated.
